e This completed form

e Two letters of recommendation (~ 1 page), one by pastor or spiritual leader, and another from a non-relative adult
in a position to be knowledgeable of the applicant’s character (e.g. employer, teacher, neighbor, etc.)

e Typed essay from the student on what home-schooling has meant to them and how it will assist them in attaining
their life vision in 300 words or less

e Student transcript and other relevant academic records (e.g. SAT/ACT scores, etc.)

e List of participation, accomplishments, and leadership roles in the following areas:

* Church Activities » Work * Other
* Academic Achievement * Athletic Participation
* Volunteer Activities » Community

The HCSG Board will review and evaluate all entries. Selection of the winner(s) will be based on
character, accomplishments (service, leadership, academic, creative, etc.), and life vision.
All decisions of the Board are final.
